Please note that luggage (must be soft sided bags) is restricted to a maximum of 44 pounds (20 kg) on Tswalu
scheduled flights, inclusive hand luggage. Extra seats may be purchased, at standard rates, should guests wish to
travel with excess luggage (will allow for 50 kg / 110 pounds extra in soft sided bags). Complimentary storage
facilities are available for excess luggage in both Cape Town and Johannesburg.
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
